 Routinely uses pre-assessments, “just in time” 
assessments, and post-assessments at all levels of 
complexity to measure learners’ current 
knowledge and adapt instruction

 Routinely shares pre-assessment and post-
assessment at all levels of complexity data with 
learners to measure and discuss proficiency and 
progress and co-construct next steps

 Routinely has learners reflect on their progress 
toward meeting learning intentions and success 
criteria and identifying strategies to improve

 Routinely visualizes learners’ current 
understanding and shares next steps with others
